Applicants must be either a graduate or current graduating senior of Northwestern High School, located in 
West Salem, Ohio, who plan to attend or are attending a two- or four-year higher educational institution 
(college, university, vocational or technical school). Applicants should have demonstrated leadership 
qualities, a strong moral character and work ethic, and have participated in community and/or 
extracurricular activities.

AAUW-Wooster Branch-Scholarship Women residing in Wayne County, Ohio whose college educations have been interrupted.

Alan L. Lyons - The Sky's the Limit - Memorial Scholarship

Applicants must be current graduating seniors or graduates of Triway High School who will be or are 
attending, either part-time or full-time, a two- or four-year accredited college or university. Applicants must 
have a minimum GPA of 2.00 on a 4.00 scale. First preference shall be granted to applicants pursuing a 
degree in the field of aviation. Previous recipients may re-apply.

Anne M. Wolf Memorial Scholarship

Must be a graduate or current graduating senior of a Wayne County, Ohio high school; preference shall be 
given to graduates of Northwestern High School. Must be enrolled or enrolling in a two- or four-year college 
or university. Preference shall be given to applicant who plans to pursue a career in the medical/health 
sciences or bio-medical sciences research. Applicant must have battled, or had an immediate family member 
who battled, breast cancer.

Arden and Clarice Shisler Nationwide Insurance Scholarship

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of Dalton High School who have a balance of participation in 
academics, extra-curricular activities, and community service or part-time employment. Applicants must 
have a minimum of a 2.50 GPA on a 4.00 scale and demonstrate financial need. First preference shall be 
granted to students enrolling at The University of Akron – Wayne College or those pursing a major in any 
agriculture or agriculture related field. 

Blosser Brothers (Lee and John) Scholarship

Applicant must be a graduating senior from Smithville High School who is enrolled in college as a full time 
student and has financial need. Preference toward students who have physical handicaps. If physically 
handicapped, there is no limitation on the field of study. If not physically handicapped, applicant must be 
studying some field of agriculture.

Brian T. Smith Memorial Scholarship
Current graduating senior of any high school located in Wayne County, Ohio, who has served on his/her 
student newspaper for at least four semesters. Applicants must submit a letter of recommendation from the 
Faculty Advisor of the Student Newspaper.

Carlos Appleman Scholarship

Applicants must be residents of Wayne County, Ohio and have earned their high school diploma or GED. 
Applicants must be pursuing a degree to become an LPN, RN, Nurse Practitioner (NP) or other healthcare 
occupations as deemed by the scholarship committee. First preference shall be given to applicants who 
demonstrate financial hardship and/or those attending Wayne County Schools Career Center. Scholarships 
are not automatically renewable, but existing recipients may reapply.

Carlos Weber Memorial Scholarship
A Wayne or Ashland County graduating high school senior enrolling at the Ohio State University Agricultural 
Technical Institute (OSU-ATI) or an enrolled OSU-ATI student who has at least one more full-time year of 
classes.
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Cassandra "Sandy" Biggs Memorial Scholarship

Current graduating seniors of Dalton High School who are enrolled/enrolling as a full-time student at a 2- or 
4-year educational institution and pursing a field of study in the medical, nursing, or health services 
professions. Applicant must have a minimum of a 3.00 GPA on a 4.00 grading scale, and also participated in 
extra-curricular activities, community service, and/or part-time employment.

Charles S. Cicconetti Scholarship

Wayne County resident, graduating from a Wayne County High School, who has a minimum 2.75 GPA and is 
enrolling into an accredited college or university as a full-time student. Preference will be given to students 
with financial need. Applicants must reinforce the characteristics and commitment that Charles "Chuck" 
Cicconetti had toward the community to include leadership roles in academic, athletic, community, and/or 
part-time employment activities. Home schooled students can also apply.

David Hedrick Memorial Scholarship

Applicant must be a current graduating senior or graduate of Smithville High School, located in Wayne 
County, Ohio. Applicant must be attending or planning to attend an accredited college or university, 
pursuing a degree in an engineering, math, or science related field. Applicant will be evaluated on high 
school academic record, high school extracurricular activities, civic and charitable activities, and financial 
need. Previous recipients may re-apply.

David J. Devore Memorial 4H/FFA Scholarship

Applicants must be graduates or current graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne Co., OH who 
will be attending a vocational or technical education institution and/or pursing a 2-year Associate Degree at 
an accredited educational institution. Must have a minimum GPA of 2.50 and a combination of 3 years of 4-H 
and/or FFA while in high school. Special consideration shall be given for volunteer activities, contributions to 
the community, work ethic characteristics, and financial need.

Dee and Mary Vaidya Scholarship

Applicants must be graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne Co., OH, who plan to attend a 
higher educational institution on a full-time basis to pursue a STEM-based degree (Science, Technology, 
Engineering, or Math). Must have a minimum GPA of 2.50. First preference shall be given to applicants with a 
high level of demonstrated financial need and those that plan to attend a university in Ohio. Scholarship is 
renewable for up to four years, so long as recipient maintains a 2.50 GPA.

Donna Devore Lowe Scholarship

Applicant must be a graduate or current graduating senior of a high school located in Wayne Co., OH who is 
enrolled or enrolling in an accredited educational institution to obtain a Bachelor's degree in nursing. 
Applicant must have resided in Wayne Co., OH for at least 3 consecutive years within the past 10 years, with 
preference given to current Wayne Co., OH residents. Applicants must be actively engaged in community 
service, demonstrate leadership characteristics and financial need.

Duane and Leonette Rowe Scholarship

Applicant must be a current graduating senior of Smithville High School who is enrolling in a program that 
will lead to a Bachelor's or an advanced degree in the fields of science, technology, engineering, or primary 
healthcare (RN, nurse practitioner, physician's assistant, or family care MD/DO). Must have a minimum of a 
3.20 GPA and an ACT score of no less than 30 (or SAT equivalent). Scholarship is renewable for up to 4 
consecutive years as long as the recipient maintains a minimum 3.00 GPA.

Edgar G. Garvin Scholarship
Wayne County high school graduate who attends Ohio University and is enrolled in a course of study leading 
to an undergraduate or graduate degree in teaching. A minimum 2.75 GPA for graduating high school seniors 
or college students is required to apply for this scholarship.



Empowering Women Through Technical Education 
Scholarship

Applicant must be female resident of Wayne Co., OH who completed career training or GED/high school 
diploma through the Wayne Co. Schools Career Center. Must be enrolling in an accredited, not-for-profit, 
post-secondary educational institution, with a course of study leading to a career with a "living wage". High 
School applicants must have a minimum 3.00 GPA; adults must have a minimum 3.50 GPA or completed their 
GED or high school diploma through WCSCC/Aspire (formerly ABLE).

Ferenc M. Relle Scientific Scholarship

Applicants must be current high school graduating seniors from any Wayne Co., OH high school with a 
minimum 3.25 GPA. Must be enrolling in an accredited college or university with a planned major in any field 
of science, with preference given to majors in a chemistry-based science. Majors leading to a medical related 
profession (physical therapy, nursing, pre-med, pre-dental, pre-veterinary, etc.), with the exception of 
pharmacy, are NOT eligible to apply.

Flo K. Gault Scholarship
Available to women who are residents of Wayne County, Ohio. Applicants must have graduated from high 
school and be enrolled/enrolling in an accredited educational institution or training program. First 
preference will be given to women who are returning to school after a period of months or years.

Frances G. Shoolroy Wooster High School Scholarship

Wooster High School senior(s) with leadership ability, financial need, good character, and a GPA of at least 
2.50. Must attend college on full-time basis, maintain at least a 2.50 GPA at college and reapply each year. 
This is a four-year scholarship so long as the student maintains a 2.50 cumulative GPA and is enrolled in a 
minimum of 12 hours per semester in college.

Fritz and Norma Horn Family Scholarship - Bowling Green 
State University

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of Triway High School who is enrolling in Bowling Green State 
University, located in Bowling Green, Ohio. Must have a minimum of a 2.75 and demonstrate financial need. 
Applicants should have a balance of participation in academics, extra-curricular activities, and community 
service.

Fritz and Norma Horn Family Scholarship - Personal 
Challenges

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of Triway High School who is enrolling in a four-year higher 
educational institution. Must must have a minimum of a 2.75 GPA and demonstrate financial need. 
Applicants should have a balance of participation in academics, extra-curricular activities, and community 
service. Applicant must demonstrate a personal challenge he/she has faced (including, but not limited to, 
mental/physical conditions or issues resulting from racial or LGBTQ identity).

Gertrud Tubach Relle Performing Arts Scholarship

Applicants must be current high school graduating seniors from any Wayne County, Ohio public or 
accredited private school with no less than a 2.80 GPA on a 4.00 scale and be enrolled or enrolling in an 
accredited college or university with a planned major in any field of the performing arts, with preference 
given to majors in vocal and/or theatrical arts.

Henry "Hank" Weinblatt and Rita Goudy Weinblatt 
Scholarship

Applicants must be a graduate or current graduating senior of a high school located in Wayne Co., OH.. Must 
have maintained a cumulative minimum GPA of 2.80 and be a citizen of the U.S.A. with no felony convictions. 
Must meet one of the following: (A) are serving, or have a parent/sibling who is currently serving in (or have 
been Honorably Discharged by) a branch of the U.S.; and/or (B) are currently serving, or parent/guardian was 
injured or mortally wounded while serving, as a Police Officer.

Preference given to graduates or current graduating seniors of Wooster High School. First preference shall be 
applicants who were wounded in combat while serving in, or is a child whose parent was killed in combat 
while serving in, the U.S. Military. Special consideration will be granted to those who are working or will be 
working part-time and plan to attend an educational institution specializing in automotive restoration, 
mathematics, engineering, or a closely associated field of study.



Huntley and Bea Pierce Family Sports Scholarship

Applicants must be Wayne Co., OH graduating high school seniors enrolling in a 2- or 4-year post-secondary 
educational institution on a full-time basis. Must have successfully participated in at least 2 varsity sports 
while in high school, a minimum 3.0 GPA, and have taken on student leadership and/or community service 
roles.

Jamie S. Malinowski Good Character Scholarship

Current graduating senior of Chippewa High School, located in Doylestown, Ohio who plans to pursue a post-
secondary education (including vocational/technical education programs). Applicant should demonstrate a 
remarkable ability to face challenges, overcome adversity, or display exceptional integrity, loyalty, or 
compassion while in support of others. Jamie typically had a quiet, shy demeanor and those of similar 
nature are encouraged to apply. 

Jill and Matt Wickham Family Scholarship - Accounting & 
Finance

Applicants must be adult (non-traditional) students who are residents of Wayne Co., OH who are established 
students at University of Akron pursuing a degree in Accounting or Finance and have a minimum 3.00 GPA. 
First preference shall be given to applicants who are working part- or full-time to pay for their educations.

Jill and Matt Wickham Family Scholarship - Trade/Vocation

Applicants must be adult (non-traditional) students who are residents of Wayne Co., OH who are a new or 
current student pursuing a career training program through a trade, technical, or vocational educational 
institution (e.g. electrical, manufacturing technologies, or licensed practical nursing). First preference shall 
be given to applicants who are working part- or full-time to pay for their educations.

Jim and Ann Obrecht Scholarship

Applicants must be current or previous graduates of one of the following high schools: Triway High School, 
West Holmes High School, Loudonville High School, Hillsdale High School. Applicants must be enrolled or 
enrolling in a higher educational institution to further their career goals, have a minimum GPA of 2.50, strong 
moral character, responsible work ethic, and participation in extracurricular activities, community service, 
and/or employment (including family farm or business). Financial need may be considered. Special 
consideration will be given to members of St. John Lutheran Church (McZena), located in Lakeville, Ohio.

Jim Carmichael Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship is available to any current Triway High School graduating senior enrolled/enrolling as a full-
time student at an accredited educational institution. Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.75 on a 4.00 
scale and have demonstrated leadership roles in school, extracurricular activities, or local community 
volunteer projects. First preference shall be given to students with financial need.

Joan Lance Houglan Scholarship for Aspiring Educators

This scholarship is available to residents of Wayne, Holmes, or Medina Counties (located in Ohio) who are 
pursuing a career in the field of education. First preference is given to single parents with custodial or child 
support responsibilities of one or more minor children. Special consideration shall be given to qualified 
applicants interested in specializing in teaching children with learning disabilities, emotional or behavior 
disorders, or other impediments to learning.

Jodi Shilling Memorial Art Scholarship

Applicants must be graduating seniors enrolled in a higher educational institution to further their career 
goals. Must have a minimum GPA of 2.50 on a 4.00 scale, strong moral character, responsible work ethic, and 
participation in community and/or extracurricular activities. Financial need may be considered. Applicant 
must be graduating from either Smithville or Waynedale High School, both located in Wayne County, Ohio, 
and have taken a minimum of three art classes in high school.



Jodi Shilling Memorial Volleyball Scholarship

Applicants must be graduating seniors enrolled in a higher educational institution to further their career 
goals. Must have a minimum GPA of 2.50, strong moral character, responsible work ethic, and participation 
in community and/or extracurricular activities. Financial need may be considered. Applicant must be 
graduating from a high school located in Wayne County, Ohio or Hillsdale Local Schools located in 
Jeromesville, OH, and have participated in volleyball for all four years of high school.

John A. Tooley Scholarship for Developmental Disabilities

Applicants must be residents of Wayne County and graduating seniors or have completed their high school 
education. Applicants must be enrolled or enrolling as a full time student at a 2 or 4-year accredited 
educational institution (to include graduate school), pursuing a field of study in either Special Education or 
Developmental Disabilities. Applicants must demonstrate a commitment to community service with an 
emphasis on services to children and adults with disabilities.

John S. Alioto Scholarship

Graduating senior of Orrville High School who is enrolling into an accredited two-year of four-year college, 
university or technical school as a full-time student and preference will be given to students with financial 
need. Applicants must be actively engaged in community service and/or extracurricular activities that 
demonstrate their leadership abilities. First preference shall be given to active members of the Orrville Area 
Boys and Girls Club.

John W. Landis Scholarship

Available to Wayne Co., OH residents who are graduating seniors or past graduates of an accredited high 
school or its equivalent. Must be enrolling in or enrolled in an accredited educational institution as a full-
time student, to further their education in the fields of agriculture, horticulture, home and farm economics, 
animal husbandry, solid and water conservation, or forestry. Preference will be given to those applicants 
with financial need.

Julie and David Mennes Healthcare Scholarship - Health 
Sciences

Available to Wayne County residents who are graduating high school seniors or who have completed their 
high school education. Applicants must be enrolled or enrolling as a full-time student at a two or four-year 
accredited college, university, or vocational/technical school (to include graduate school), pursuing a field of 
study in the medical or health and wellness professions. To be eligible for this scholarship, applicants must 
have an ACT score of 24 or higher.

Julie and David Mennes Healthcare Scholarship - Health 
Services

Available to Wayne County residents who are graduating high school seniors or who have completed their 
high school education. Applicants must be enrolled or enrolling as a full-time student at a two or four-year 
accredited college, university, or vocational/technical school (to include graduate school), pursuing a field of 
study in the medical or health and wellness professions. To be eligible for this scholarship, applicants must 
have an ACT score of less than 23.

Karyn Steiner Lehmann Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship is available to current graduating seniors of Smithville High School with a minimum grade 
point average of 3.50 on a 4.00 scale. Applicants should have a demonstrated financial need, a drive for 
success, strong moral character, and community involvement. Although not required, students with 
Individual Education Plans (IEP) and/or 504 Plans are encouraged to apply.

Knetzer-Urwin Family Scholarship
Current graduating seniors of any Wayne County high school, with the exception of Dalton High School, 
enrolled/enrolling as a full-time student at a 2 or 4-year educational institution and pursuing a field of study 
in the medical, nursing, or health services professions.



Lamplighters Italian-American Scholarship

Applicant must be a resident of Wayne County for at least five years. Scholarship is open to both traditional 
and non-traditional students. Applicants attending a vocational or technical educational institution must 
have a minimum grade point average of 2.50 on a 4.00 scale’ those attending a college or university to obtain 
an Associates Degree or higher must have a grade point average of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale. First preference shall 
be given to applicants of Italian heritage.

Larry and Cindy Acker Scholarship

Graduating senior of Norwayne High School or Wooster High School, located in Wayne County, Ohio. 
Applicants must be enrolled or enrolling in a two- or four-year college or university and planning to pursue a 
college degree in the area of business, education, or political science. Applicant must have maintained a 
minimum GPA of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale during the four years of high school.

Laura Jane and Sterling Hostetler Scholarship

Applicants must be adult (non-traditional) students who are residents of Wayne Co., OH and are enrolled in a 
post-secondary educational institution. Must have a demonstrated financial need, as determined by 
completion of the FAFSA form. First preference will be given to applicants pursing technical training or 
classes related to job training that may lead to an Associate’s degree or the pursuit of a particular 
occupational skill. Previous recipients may re-apply for a second year award.

Lillian Long - P.E.O., Chapter AP, Scholarship

Available to a second-year Wayne County female resident enrolled in the horticultural sciences at Ohio State 
University Agricultural Technical Institute. The applicant must have a minimum cumulative 2.80 grade point 
average and demonstrate financial need. Preference shall be given to applicants focusing on Floral Design 
and/or Greenhouse Production. A first year female student may be considered if there are no eligible second-
year applicants.

Mabel N. Wenger Memorial Scholarship
Dalton High School graduating seniors who demonstrate scholastic ability, financial need, and most 
importantly, exemplify the selfless generosity and zeal for life that characterized the life of Mrs. Mabel N. 
Wenger.

Magni-Power Company - William C. Martin Jr. Scholarship

A Boy Scout, who is a resident of Wayne Co., OH or a resident of the Killbuck District (which includes Wayne 
County and Holmes County, Ohio). Applicant must be a graduating high school senior or student already 
enrolled as an undergraduate or graduate or two-year technical college student, who has proof of an Eagle 
Scout rank or Life Scout rank in the Boy Scouts of America. Must be a full-time student and have financial 
need, outstanding community service and academic achievement.

Any Boy Scout of the Buckeye Council, Boys Scouts of America, may apply, but Wayne County, Ohio residents 
shall have priority and shall receive the scholarship first if otherwise qualified.

Margaret Hedrick Memorial Scholarship

Applicant must have completed a full-time program at the Wayne Co. Schools Career Center (current 
graduating seniors or previous graduates), located in Wayne Co., OH. Must be attending or planning to 
attend an accredited higher education institution to pursue a business, engineering, math, or science related 
field. Applicants will be evaluated on high school academic record, high school extracurricular activities, 
civic and charitable actives, and financial need.

Mr. and Mrs. Loyd Dalton WHS Athletic Scholarship

Available to a current Wooster High School graduating senior who attended WHS all 4 years. Must have 
participated/competed in any junior varsity/varsity athletic program all 4 years (will also be considered 
eligible if they were unable to try out or participate in a sport due to an athletic injury causing them to miss 
no more than 1 year of participation). Must have a minimum 2.75 GPA, demonstrate financial need, be 
hardworking, and are enrolling in a post-secondary education institution.



Norma and Kenneth G. Rhode Scholarship
Available to any current Wooster High School graduating senior enrolled/enrolling as a full-time student at 
an accredited educational institution. Applicants must be in the upper half of their class ranking and 
demonstrate leadership roles in school or local community volunteer projects.

Northwestern Alumni and Friends Association Scholarship

Applicants must be a graduate of Northwestern High School, located in Wayne County, Ohio. Applicants 
must be full or part-time students, pursuing an associate degree or higher with a minimum grade point 
average of a 2.00 on a 4.00 scale. Applicants must demonstrate leadership skills, community service, 
financial need, and their potential to add value to the Northwestern community. Current high school seniors 
are not eligible.

OABGC/LaMont H. Shultzman Scholarship
Available to current or past members of the Orrville Area Boys and Girls Club who exhibit a strong 
commitment to, and involvement with the Club, and who plans to attend an accredited post-secondary 
education institution. First preference will be given to a member who has a high level of financial need.

Ralph R. and Grace B. Jones Community Scholarship
This scholarship shall be available to graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne County, Ohio. 
Applicants must be a first-generation college student, have exceptional ability outside the classroom, a drive 
for success, and a demonstrated financial need.

Robert "Pete" Bogner Rotary Scholarship

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne County, Ohio with a 
minimum grade point average of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale. Applicant must be enrolled or enrolling in a two- or 
four-year college or university pursuing a degree in a construction related field of study. Applicants must 
demonstrate leadership skills by participating in school or community service activities/projects.

Robert C. and Jean P. Seiwert Memorial Library Scholarship

This scholarship is available to Wayne County, Ohio residents who are pursing careers in Library Science. 
Applicants must be US citizens seeking either a Master's degree in Library and Information Science (MLIS) 
from an American Library Association (ALA) accredited program or the K-12 Library Media Specialist License 
designation.

Robert C. and Jean Seiwert Engineering Scholarship Wayne County student who plans to attend or is attending a school of engineering. 

Robert L. and Kathleen M. Polsky Foundation Scholarship
Applicant must be a Wayne County resident enrolling into an accredited post-secondary educational 
institution who have a demonstrated financial need.

Roxanne Teague Memorial Band Scholarship

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of Triway High School whop plan to pursue a post-secondary 
education (including vocational/technical). Must have a minimum GPA of 2.00 on a 4.00 scale, demonstrate a 
dedication to the instrumental music program at Triway, good character, positive attitude, and leadership 
qualities. First preference shall be given to those  pursing a degree in music and/or education.

Ryan Nicklaus Miller Memorial Scholarship
Applicants must be current graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne County, Ohio with a 
minimum grade point average of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale. Applicants must be pursing a degree in Political 
Science. First preference shall be given to applicants who will be attending The Ohio State University.

Sgt. Michael T. Maxwell Memorial Scholarship - Adult (21-25)

Applicants must be graduate of Triway High School between the ages of 21 and 25 years old who is enrolled 
in a college, university, or technical institute to earn a degree and/or certification in the field of law 
enforcement. Applicants must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50. Priority will be given to applicants 
pursuing their undergraduate degrees or initial certification. Applicants in pre-law or in law school may not 
apply.



Sgt. Michael T. Maxwell Memorial Scholarship - Traditional

Applicants must be graduate or current graduating seniors of any high school located in Wayne Co., OH who 
is enrolling in or already enrolled in a college, university, or technical institute to earn a degree and/or 
certification in the field of law enforcement (priority will be given to applicants pursuing their undergraduate 
degrees or initial certification). Must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50. Preference shall be granted to 
current graduating seniors of Triway High School. Applicants in pre-law or in law school may not apply.

Sprenger Health Care Scholarship

Available to Wayne County residents who are enrolling in or currently enrolled in the Wayne Adult School of 
Practical Nursing offered by the Wayne County Schools Career Center on a full-time basis. Previous 
applicants and recipients of this scholarship may reapply. Preference given towards those pursuing a nursing 
career in long term care.

Stan and Carol Wirt Memorial Scholarship

Applicants must be current graduating seniors of Triway High School who are pursuing a 2- or 4-year degree 
at a higher educational institution. Must have a minimum 2.50 GPA; a balance of academics, extra-curricular 
activities or part-time employment, and community service; demonstrate good moral character, integrity, 
and Christian values. First preference shall be given to those with a demonstrated financial need.

Special consideration to be given to students who may have been overlooked for other scholarships who 
have shown continued improvement and motivation to succeed in a college setting.

Steven Miller "Education Works" Memorial Scholarship

Scholarship is available to adult students pursuing a credentialed career training program leading to a career 
with a "living wage". Applicants should have a demonstrated financial need. Preference shall be given to 
ABLE or Adult Education students or graduates. This is a one-time award. Past recipients may reapply for a 
second award if they are successfully enrolled with a minimum GPA of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale.

Terry A. Gardner Music Scholarship

Wooster High School graduating senior who has attended Wooster High School (WHS) all 4 years. Applicants 
must have participated in the Music Department (Band and/or Choir) all 4 years at WHS. Must have a 
minimum 2.75 GPA, be hardworking, and demonstrate leadership and a true passion for music throughout 
their WHS career. First preference shall be granted to applicants pursing a degree in Music.

Thomas A. Nickle Scholarship

Available for continuing education in the industrial arts technology or related fields with preference towards 
those wanting to further their skills in precision machining technology.

Wooster High School graduate, whose post high school education was interrupted and has not yet earned 
their degree. The applicant must either be enrolling in or be a student in good standing of an accredited 
college, university, or vocational/technical school on a full time basis. Preference will be given to students 
with greatest financial need.
